Technicians in the Biomedical Laboratory perform diagnostic analyses of biological samples and research laboratory activities, as regards biochemistry, microbiology, virology, pharmaco-toxicology, immunology, clinical pathology, haematology, cytology, histopathology.
Course Outline and Admission Requirements
The Course in Biomedical Laboratory Techniques has a duration of three years and confers a 1st Level-Type Degree. Each year is equally subdivided in theoretical lectures and practical training, which is carried out in clinical laboratories.
To be elegible, prospective students must certify an Italian high school degree or foreign equivalent and must take an admission test consisting of multiple-choice questions. A total of 20 new students are admitted each year.

Learning Outcomes

Graduates in Biomedical Laboratory Techniques are health professionals qualified to carry out the technical procedures involved in biomedical and biotechnological analyses, encompassing both diagnostic techniques and research laboratory activities. Their tasks along with the relative professional profiles are defined by the Health Ministry Decree n. 745 dated 26 September 1994 with subsequent amendments and additions.

...What does a graduate in Biomedical Laboratory Techniques do?

Technicians in the Biomedical Laboratory are trained to carry out independent professional technical work in close cooperation with graduates from the laboratory staff in charge of the various operations required. They are responsible for the proper functioning and correct fulfilment of the analytical procedures they have been assigned to, according to the work protocols drafted by the managers in charge. They make sure that the services supplied are in line with the indicators and standards defined by the manager of the structure. They test laboratory equipment to ensure it is in proper working condition, provide routine maintenance and correct minor malfunctions. They take part in work planning and organisation within the structure they work for.
Career Prospects

Graduates in Biomedical Laboratory Techniques are qualified to work as either employees or freelance collaborators in structures both public and private, authorised by current law. They help train support staff and they directly contribute to updating their professional profile and research work.
...Where does a graduate in Biomedical Laboratory Techniques work?

Technicians in the Biomedical Laboratory are entitled to work in National Health Service facility laboratories, in areas such as Biochemical Analyses, Pharmacology, Toxicology, Endocrinology, Immunohematology, Transfusional Medicine, Pathology (Clinical or Anatomical, including autopsy room), Microbiology, Virology, Forensic Medicine, Medical Genetics, Hematology, Hygiene, Pharmacy, and so forth. Furthermore, they are entitled to work in private facilities (Biomedical companies, private research or diagnostic laboratories), University research laboratories, Zooprophylactic Institutes. Within their competence area, they can also undertake professional activity.
